April 1982. Once again the Armenians
are looking back at the awesome, tragic
events of April 24, 1915. Awesome in their
implications for the human race; tragic in
their sorrowful dimensions. Once again the
Armenians are looking back to a land
ravished and desolate; to those scattered
and story-filled monuments that are elo-
quent reminders of a glorious past; to a lake
and a mountain that bear eternal witness to
an ancient people that has survived the
threat of total annihilation. Hence the com-
memoration. Hence another effort to put
into words, to depict in pictures, that which
is unspeakable. And yet the words must be
spoken, the pictures must be shown, and
the cry for justice must ring loud and clear.

‘“‘Assault on a Culture’’ was the chosen
theme for the commemoration of the Ar-
menian genocide by the Turks in 1915. The
commemoration opened on Friday evening,
April 23 at Prince George Hotel.

His Grace, Bishop Mesrob Ashjian, the
Prelate of the Armenian Apostolic Church
of North America and Canada inaugurated
the commemoration with the requiem pray-

SO0th Anniversary of Armenian Theological Seminary
Takes Place With Special Honors Bestowed Upon
Cleveland E. Dodge

New York, N.Y., April 18, 1982 — The 50th
anniversary of the Armenian Theological
Seminary in Lebanon was celebrated this
afternoon with a program often filled with
emotion, as many survivors of the genocide,
orphans who grew up in Near East Relief
orphanages, listened to the various speakers
talk about the role of the American relief
organization, not only in massive relief
work, but through their aid in establishing
the Cilician See’s Theological Seminary.

A majority of those present had some
personal recollection about Near East Relief,
either through their parents’ or grandpar-
ents’ experiences.

The honored guest of the afternoon, Mr.

Beirut for twenty-five years.

Visibly surprised, Dr. Dumanian and
his wife, who was given a special insignia,
accepted the award. Playing-down his role
as “‘an easy one,”” Dr. Dumanian declared
that special recognition should be given to
our leaders for the important role they fill
within our communities.

The afternoon’s program began with a
special taped message from Karekin 11,
Catholicos-Coadjutor of the Great House
of Cilicia. The familiar voice of His Holi-
ness filled the Waldorf Astoria’s Starlight
Roof: ‘“My dear friends, how I wish I could
be with you at this time, but I cannot do
$0. . . You all know that the Seminary is not

Cleveland E. Dodge, received awards, ac-
colades, and through a special encyclical
from the Catholicoses of Cilicia, was installed
as a “‘Prince of Cilicia.”” The ninety-four-
year-old Mr. Dodge is a founding benefac-
tor of the Seminary and is the sole survivor
of the Near East Relief’s Board of Directors.

Also honored were the daughter of Krikor
Zohrab, Mrs. Dolores Zohrab Leibman,
who has been a benefactor and friend for
the advancement of Armenian scholarship.
Mrs. Leibman was installed as ‘“Princess of
Cilicia,”” and accepted ‘‘this honor, not
only for myself, but also in memory of my
father for his contributions to Armenian
culture and the Armenian nation.”’

Dr. Ara Dumanian, a renowned heart
surgeon in America and a benefactor of the
Seminary, was also installed as ‘‘Prince of
Cilicia.” Born in Alexandrette, and educated
in Beirut, Dr. Dumanian received his medi-
cal degree from the American University of
Beirut. In one of the many emotional twists
of the afternoon, it was announced that Dr.
Dumanian had received his medical degree
from Bayard Dodge, the twin brother of the
man being honored. The late Bayard Dodge
was president of the American University of

just an ordinary educational institution. It
has a distinct character with a distinct and
unique mandate. It is the training center for
leadership—including both clergy and lay
people. Please look around you in your
communities of America in both the juris-
diction of the Diocese and the Prelacy, and
you will see how much this Seminary has
served and is serving your own people. 1
believe we should feel proud that the Ame-
rican community had a very determining
role in the establishment of the Seminary
fifty years ago. Indeed, we are so grateful to
the Near East Relief for their exemplary
concern. I want to take this opportunity to
express our heartfelt thanks and gratitude
to the Near East Foundation and particu-
larly to Mr. Cleveland E. Dodge, whom we
recognize as one of the founding fathers of
this institution.”’

The major address of the afternoon was
delivered by Dr. Richard G. Hovannisian,
professor of history at the University of
California. Dr. Hovannisian spoke about
the role of the American people, and in par-
ticular the Near East Relief, in the renais-
sance of the Armenian people.

Dr. Hovannisian explained that since the

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April 15 (Continued from page 1)
er. The opening remarks were made by Mr.
Vahe Amirian, Chairman of the Comme-
moration Committee. Among  pro-
clamations received were those of the
Honorable Mayor Koch of N.Y.C. which
was read by Mr. Ombudsman Sam Azad-
ian; the proclamation of the Homnorable
Governor Hugh Carey, Governor of N.Y.
was read by Dr. George Dermksian; Mr.
Vahe Amirian read the proclamations of
the Honorable Governor of Colorado, Mr.
Richard D. Lamm and the Honorable
Governor Kean of N.J. Mrs. Virginia A-
pelian read the proclamation of the Honor-
able Senator Donald Di Francisco. Follow-
ing the proclamations, His Grace, Bishop
Ashjian addressed the gathering.

In his address, the Bishop, put the ques-
tion of genocide into its proper historical,
geographical, and above all its human con-
text which not only concerns the Armenians
but the entire world community. The Bi-
shop dealt in particular with the historic
monuments which are the remnants of the
‘“‘Armenian Golgotha.”” Each one of the
monuments, said the Bishop, “‘is a living
witness to the tragic destruction that befell
the Church institution of the first Christian
nation.”’ In spite of his realistic appraisal of
the past, the Bishop was firm in his hope
for the Armenian people to return to their
homeland, to restore and preserve that
which has survived the onslaught. This mes-
sage also made it clear that there is no room
or justification for passivity and indif-
ference. ‘“That proud and beautiful sense
of security such as other nations feel behind
the walls of their citadels,’’ said the Bishop,
“has been drained from our blood. Yes,
even in 1965, on the 50th Anniversary of
the Armenians Martyrs’ Day, the voices of
the Armenian youth living in the mother-
land echoed their yearning for ‘‘Return our
lands, return our lands.”” Their demonstra-
tion avowed a passion stronger than our
own.”’

After the Bishop had addressed the
gathering, Mr. John Bashian, member of
the Commemoration Committee, introduc-
ed the guest speaker, Dr. Lucy Der Manuel-
ian. The topic of her lecture, which was ac-
companied by slide projections, was: ‘‘en-
dangered species: the Story of Medieval Ar-
menian Architecture.”” The lecture was
both informative and educational.

Among the honorable guests were the
Consul General of Cyprus, Mr. Theophilos
Theophilou, and Her Excellency, the Con-
sul of Greece Ms. Erato Marcoulis. B

On Saturday, April 24, Dr. Viken Sas-
souni who was to lecture on ‘‘Rugs with Ar-
menian Inscriptions’” due to sudden illness
was not able to attend the meeting. Instead
Mrs. Susan Lind-Sinanian gave a lecture on
“The Art of Armenian Embroidery.”’

On Sunday, April 25, Mr. Mitch Kehet-
ian, who has travelled in Western Armenia,
shared his experiences with the audience.
This lecture was entitled ‘‘Journey to Turk-
ish Occupied Armenia: A Blue Print to
Genocide.”” He also showed the slides he
had taken during his journey.

An exhibition of photographs which cov-
ered some aspects of Armenian history,
including the genocide, was part of the
commemoration.

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Exhibition
of Paintings
By G. Puzant

The Ladies Guild of the Armenian Pre-
lacy is sponsoring an exhibition of paintings
by the internationally known artist G.
Puzant (P. Godjamanian) at the Prelacy
Hall in New York (138 E. 39th St.).

Thirty of the 73-year-old painter’s oils
and watercolors will be on display from
May 28 to June 6. There will be an opening
reception on Friday, May 28, at 8 p.m.

Now a resident of Los Angeles, Puzant
has spent most of his life in the Valley of the
Nile. His work combines the radiant colors
of his Mediterranean wanderings and the
profound scars of his Armenian childhood
traumatized by the holocaust of 1915.

Born in Trebizond in 1909, Puzant was
separated from his family during the de-
portation, was rescued by a Kurdish
tribe and eventually found shelter by the
American Near East Relief, under whose
care, Puzant, like thousands of others
homeless children, was taken to an orphan-
age in Greece. There, he took his first paint-
ing lessons. In 1927 he moved to Cairo and
while working for a living in a printing
firm, he continued his art studies at the
Leonardo da Vinci School. In 1930, he was
accepted to the Academy of Fine Arts in
Rome, where he remained five years before
returning to Cairo.

His paintings are in the permanent collec-
tions of the Museum of Modern Art in
Caijro; the Museum of Fine Arts in Alexan-
dria; the Museum of the Catholicosate of
Cilicia at Antelias; the Mekhitarist museums
of San Lazzaro, Italy, and Vienna, Austria;
and the Yerevan State Gallery in Armenia.
He has given one-man and group shows in
Cairo, Alexandria, Rome, Beirut, Toronto,
Montreal, Washington D.C., Los Angeles
and Fresno. He has also participated in the
international biennales of Sao Paolo,

Venice and Alexandria, Egypt.

From April 21 to 24, 1982 Rev. Sarkis Antreassian of Chicago, visited our Denver, Colorado
community where April 24 activities were celebrated.

By the time you read this letter another
April, the most significant month of the
year for Armenians, would have passed. All
of us would have participated in some sort
of memorial service. Personally I bhave
found that fasting on April 24th brings one
closer to our martyrs young and old who
suffered and starved to death. In this day
and age with so much eating and fussing
about food it is very hard to understand
what it means to starve unless one fasts for
aday or so. Try it one day. Pretend that it is
April 24th and fast to feel the pangs of hun-
ger then the general weakness and as you
fast, concentrate your thoughts on the tragic
events you have heard and read. Think that
their hunger was not for one day or one
week. Think also that as they suffered thirst
and starvation they also had the constant
fear of being killed. Think too that the ones
who died later had also witnessed the inhu-
man treatment and unspeakable suffering
of their loved ones. Above all as you experi-
ence hunger and thirst try to find, in your
mind, a new meaning in our survival and
existence.

I believe you know a lot about the mas-
sacre. Do you think you know all the details?
Do you think your parents, teachers, priest
or other leaders know every detail of the
suffering of the innocent babies, children,
young men, women and old folks? I bet you
anything that for the rest of your life you
will read or hear of some new experience
someone living somewhere in this world has
told in his or her unique story to someone
else. Yet think of the towns and villages
totally destroyed and burnt to ashes with
their inhabitants where no one survived to

talk about it. It will be almost impossible to
imagine the suffering of more than the mil-
lion who perished under such circumstances.

How awful and painful was it all!

Yet we need a ray of light and hope to go
on living as a nation. We have been a crea-
tive and constructive nation, let us not lose
sight of our creative qualities because of the
massacre. Let us not be destructive. There
are many more reasons and more opportuni-
ties to recreate a past, to enjoy the present
and to construct a productive future.

Half of our nation martyred in 1915 in-
cluded writers, preachers, musicians, teach-
ers, intellectuals and fighters who themselves
have left their work or about whom others
have written. Such richess of material that
is ours to use, to recreate works of art, to
immortalize them and, by doing so, to show
the world the extent of our loss. In other
words let us change a holocaust into a rich,
recreated cultural garden. You know that
hundreds of books are written about the life
and work of Shakespeare for example. I
know of no such book written in English
about Gomidas Vartabed, nor Daniel
Varoojan, nor Krikor Zohrab, nor. .. ..

Think of the opportunities we are miss-
ing. Think of the amount of work that can
be done and should be done.

Anoushig Vartan the greatest service you
could render to your people and forefathers
is to till the soil of Armenian art so that the
scorched fields are changed to gardens of
beauty in memory of the massacred.

May your generation have much happier
life than the one of

United States and the Ottoman Empire did
not sever diplomatic relations until 1917,
the role of relief work naturally fell to the
hundreds of American missionaries and
teachers in the area. ‘“When the reports
gradually began to sift into Constantino-
ple,”” Dr. Hovannisian said, ‘‘Americans
began to mobilize to help the Armenians.
American philanthropists and industrialists
moved into action, people such as Cleve-
land H. Dodge and John Barton.”
Speaking of the Seminary, Dr. Hovannis-

ian stated, ‘“We know the Seminary has not
been perfect, we know that in such countries
like the United States we ultimately need
native-born clergy to meet the needs of this
community. And we know, sadly, that we
are engulfed by materialism in a materialis-
tic world so fully that we have, in large
measure, lost the traditional faith of our
forefathers. The Armenian people today
stands in a moral and spiritual crisis and it
‘is all the more important, therefore, that it
have the knowledgeable, well-trained and

capable leaders to direct them.’’

““Doubts have been raised,”’ said Dr.
Hovannisian, ‘“‘about the viability of the
Seminary in Lebanon, whether it’s worth
risking the continued investment in a state
that seems to be in constant turmoil. It
seems to me, on the contrary, this is a time
the Seminary and the Armenian people of
Lebanon need support, moral and other-
wise, more than ever. If the Armenian
people had said that well logically as a busi-
ness venture we should not rebuild, then
they should have stopped rebuilding 2,000
years ago.”’

Dr. Vartan Gregorian, President and
Chief Executive Officer of the New York
Public Library, introduced Mr. Cleveland
E. Dodge. In one of the more light-hearted
moments of the afternoon, Dr. Gregorian
first read ‘“Mr. Dodge’s official American
biography.”” After which Dr. Gregorian
declared, ““Now I will give you his Arme-
nian biography.”’ Dr. Gregorian went on to
enumerate the link of the Dodge family to
the Armenians which ‘‘goes back to a long
time ago, but especially to September,
1915, when Ambassador Henry Morgenthau
(U.S. Ambassador to Turkey) sent out the
alarm about the extermination of the Ar-
menian population in Turkey. A select
committee was established, under the chair-
manship of Cleveland H. Dodge, Mr.
Dodge’s father, with the remote hope of
raising $100,000 for relief work.”” Dr. Gre-
gorian continued: ‘It received and dispensed
not some $100,000, but $91,000,000 in cash
and $25,000,000 in food and supplies. . . |
want to stress that today we are not honor-
ing him, he is honoring us by being present
to see the resurrection of the Armenian
people.”’

At this time a gold medal, a replica of the
medal which was presented to all Near East
Relief workers years ago, was presented iv
Mr. Dodge. The medal reads, ‘‘Opus Justi-
tiae Pax,’’ (the work of justice is peace) on
one side, and ‘“‘For faithful and unselfish
service to humanity’’ on the other side.

Bishop Mesrob Ashjian, Prelate of the
Armenian Apostolic Church of America,
speaking in both Armenian and English
said, ‘I am deeply touched with this gath-
ering and 1 want to thank all of you. To-
day’s banquet brings to a conclusion the
various events planned for the 50th anniver-
sary of the Seminary. We wanted the 50th
anniversary to be a time when we could re-
flect upon the Seminary’s past accomplish-
ments and its future mission. The work of
the Seminary has touched every Armenian
community. Every generation has its own
obligations. Just as past generations have
met their obligations, so must we also.”’

“I have a personal emotional involve-
ment in today’s program,” said Bishop
Ashjian, “‘because both of my parents grew
up in orphanages run by the Near East Re-
lief.”

At this time, Bishop Ashjian read the
special message installing Mr. Dodge as a
Prince of Cilicia: ““To Mr. Cleveland E.
Dodge, a distinguished son of America, and
a great friend of the Armenian people, in
recognition of your great philanthropic
work among the Armenian people, in your
valuable contribution to the renaissance of
the Armenian nation, your unforgettable
services rendered to the Armenian Catholi-
cate of Cilicia and its Seminary in Antelias,
Lebanon, we hereby confer upon you the
Insignia of Prince of Cilicia. May God
grant you long life in health and happiness.”’

Mr. Dodge graciously accepted the honors
conferred upon him, thanking Bishop
Ashjian and the speakers. But rather than
speak about his own contributions, Mr.
Dodge modestly chose to recall his friend,
Mr. George Mardigian, and went on to des-
cribe some of the humanitarian works per-
formed by Mr. Mardigian. .

Master of Ceremonies Sarkis Teshoian,
chairman of the Prelacy’s Executive Coun-
cil, noted that there were guests in attend-
ance from distances as far as Indiana, Cali-
fornia, Boston, Philadelphia, Washington
D.C., and even Paris, France.

Mr. Teshoian gave special recognition to
Miss Leila Karageuzian, ‘‘an individual
who has played a prominent role for the
vitalization of the Armenian community. . .
Following the footsteps of her father, Mih-
ran Karagheusian, Leila continues to be a
benefactor of Armenian projects that aid
our people worldwide.”’

Also introduced to the gathering was Mr.
Puzant Yeghiayan, who has had a special
relationship with the Seminary since its in-
ception. “‘Mr. Yeghiayan has been a loyal
and committed friend of the Seminary for
over 40 years, and as a teacher in the Semi-
nary has inspired his students with a deep
love of our heritage,”’ said Mr. Teshoian.

Present at the banquet were many indi-
viduals associated with Near East Founda-
tion, as well as its current President, Rev.
John Sutton who offered the invocation.

Both the Near East Relief and its succes-
sor organization, Near East Foundation,
have played significant roles in the survival
of the Armenian people. Mr. Dodge’s
father, the late Cleveland H. Dodge, had
been one of Near East Relief’s founders,
paying for the organizations’s administra-
tive expenses out of his own pocket so that
every penny donated by the American pub-
lic could go directly to aid the stricken Ar-
menians.

The elder Dodge communicated his in-
terest in the fate of the first Christian people
to his son. By the late 1920°s the Armenian
orphans were reaching maturity. Near East
Relief gradually closed down its orphanages.
The Board of Directors in New York began

!
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to explore options for the continuing utiliza-
tion of its buildings that would make a con
structive contribution to the national life of
the peoples of the Near East. N.E.R. en-
dorsed the Armenian Catholicos’ plan to
replace the clergy and educated lay leader-
ship lost in the Armenian genocide by turn-
ing its orphanage at Antelias into a theologi-
cal seminary and teachers’ training institute.
The orphanage site also became the head-
quarters for the See of Cilicia of the Arme-
nian Church. Near East Relief helped the
Armenian Church to realize its plans by
sending religious educators from the United
States to help develop the curriculum, by
contributing two-thirds of the seminary’s
budget for five years, and by renting the
orphanage property to the Armenian Church
for the nominal sum of $1 per year.

With the full impact of Mr. Dodge’s sup-
port fifty years ago for a fledgling project
now so apparent, the Armenian Church
chose to honor Mr. Dodge on the Fiftieth
Anniversary of the Seminary to underline
the significance of the cumulative benefits
to mankind of an act of philanthropy.
