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In October 1978, the Civil War in Lebanon erupted once again and progressed to
fierce heights. Bourj-Hamoud, the densely populated Armenian community, became
the central target of all warring factions. Consequently, businesses, homes, churches,
and schools suffered great physical and financial damages. Unemployment and
economic standstill ensued. Even the community’s moral spirit was deeply wounded
when the Bikfaya Monument, symbolizing the rebirth of the Armenian nation, was
bombed.

The Lebanese-Armenian community, one of the national and cultural centers of the
Armenian diaspora, was gravely endangered. In these critical moments, it became
necessary for Armenians everywhere to make sacrifices in order to help them. The
Catholicoi Khoren I and Karekin II, together with representatives of various Armenian
political and cultural organizations, devotedly set upon this task. Telegrams were sent
to Vazken I, Catholicos of All Armenians and other Armenian leaders abroad. On the
invitation of His Holiness Vazken I, on November 9 thru 12, 1978, there was a consulta-
tion meeting between the delegates of the two Sees. After this meeting, a joint appeal
was issued on November 11, 1978, so that all forces would unitedly work towards the
rehabilitation of Lebanon. Vazken I Vehapar sent a personal communication to all
Armenians asking them to aid Lebanon. Under the auspices of the three Catholicoi, the
Central Committee of Social and Economic Rehabilitation of Lebanon, represented by
all Armenian religious, cultural, political and philanthropic organizations, was formed.

Responding to this appeal, the Prelacy of the Armenian Apostolic Church of
America, under the auspices of Bishop Mesrob Ashjian, formed the Committee for Aid
to Lebanon, consisting of twenty members representing the Churches, the A.R.F.,
A.Y.F., A.R.S., Hamazkaine Cultural Association and Homenetmen. The members
were: Bishop Mesrob Ashjian, President; Dr. Varant Hagopian, Chairman; Mrs.
Anahid Koeseian, Co-Chairman; Mr. Michael Haratunian, Treasurer; Mr. Stepan
Stepanian, Secretary; Mr. Haig Aram Arakelian, Robert Kaloustian, Vram Yegparian,
Dr. Ohan Tabakian, Mr. Joseph Topalian, Mr. Milton Gelenian, Dr. John Manuelian,
Mr. Haig Markarian, Mrs. Shake Minassian, Mr. Shant Haroutunian, Mr. Vahakn
Hovnanian, Mr. Hratch Chalian, Mr. Walter Bandazian, Mr. Kenneth Sarajian, Mr.
Robert Derian and Mrs. Arpi Papazian.

The International Year of the Child

In 1976, the United Nations’ General Assembly declared
1979 as the International Year of the Child since it would be the
20th anniversary of the Declaration of the Rights of the Child.
Throughout the year many activities, in all corners of the
world, will focus attention on the human rights of children.
The Prelacy of the Armenian Apostotic Church of America,
during its National Representative Assembly held in May,
1979, has avowed its support of and participation in the Inter-
national Year of the Child.

Among the planned activities of the Prelacy’s [YC Commit-
tee, there will be two art contests for our children: 1) a 1980
Calendar contest, and 2) a Christmas Seal Contest. Calendar
art should reflect different activities of the Armenian child
around the world; while for the Christmas Seals, the theme is
the Christmas spirit of peace, joy, and good will among all.

The rules for both contests are as follows:

1. Two dimensional: 8'2”’ x 11’ minimum to 18"’ x 24’ max-
unum. For Christmas Seals one size only: 85" x 11",

2. All media accepted (crayon, paint, magic marker, pen and
ink, collage, charcoal, colored pencils, etc.)

3. Name, age, city and state of artist to be written on the back
of art work.

4. All children up to and including 14 wili be eligible to take
part.

5. Deadline for receiving the art work will be October 10th,
1979, all entries should be postmarked October 6th, the latest.

All artwork material should be directed to: Art Contest
Committee, [YC Committee, Prelacy of the Armenian
Apostolic Church of America, 138 East 39th St., New York,
N.Y. 10016.

The Art Contest Committee will select from the entries the
winning pictures for the Calendar and designs for the Seals,
which will be ready for sale for Christmas and New Year. All
entries shall become the sole property of the Prelacy of the
Armenian Apostolic Church of America and shall not be
returned to the individual contestant. Submission of an entry,
grants to the Prelacy of the Armenian Apostolic Church of
America, without cost, the exclusive right and license to ex-
hibit, copyright, print, copy, reproduce and distribute either
gratuitously or for sale, publicly or privately, any original art-
work or reproduction or copy of artwork submitted by a con-
testant.

Local commit-
tees were formed. The Prelacy published a special booklet in which the immediate needs
of the Lebanese Armenian community were clearlv defined. The Committee gives
special thanks to those who contributed to the publication of the booklet *‘Lebanon is
Reaching Out, Give Your Hand.” Our thanks to Louis Hagopian, Rees Behrendt,
George Curton, Carl Tashjian, Haig Tashjian, Andrew Aslanian and Mr. and Mrs. H.
Vosgerichian.

A mass mailing reaching over 30,000 Armenians had more than satisfactory results.
Our children took active part in Solidarity Day activities. At every school Mite Boxes
were made available for the children to save their individual daily contribution towards
helping their Armenian brothers and sisters. The boxes were returned to the Prelacy and
T-shirts designed with the picture of the Bikfaya Martyrs’ Monument and the word
““Armenia’ were given to the children as a reminder of their participation in the pro-
gram. The Committee for Aid to Lebanon extends special thanks to Ms. Dorothy
Bengoian who coordinated this program.

On Solidarity Day, February 4, 1979, and the following Sundays, fund raising ac-
tivities were successfully held throughout New York, Philadelphia, Washington D.C.,
Boston, Providence, New Britain, Springfield, North Andover, Troy, Detroit,
Pittsburgh, Tulsa, Oklahoma City, Worcester, Cleveland, Montreal, Whittinsville,
Racine, Waukegan, Granite City, Chicago, and Southern Ontario. The American-
Armenian communities gathered to affirm their generous financial support and to show
their abiding unity and moral commitment to their brothers and sisters in Lebanon.
Special prayers and requiem services were offered on Solidarity Day for peace in
Lebanon and for those who died in the Civil War.

The designated time for Fund Raising was December 25th to February 25th,
however, the Committee extended this period to March 15th to give various com-
munities the opportunity to complete their work successfully. Through the American
Armenian press, the Committee gave progress reports of their work. Communique #3
noted that the money raised in the Eastern States totaled $225,000 and $30,000 from
Montreal. The final tabulation $350,000 (circa.), all of which has been transferred to the
Central Committee in Lebanon.

On April 1, 1979, Bishop Mesrob Ashjian was invited to celebrate Mass in Antelias
on the Feast of St. Illuminator. In both his sermon and report during a meeting with the
Armenian Committee, he affirmed the love and devotion of the American Armenians
who worked fervently and gave generously to assist their brothers and sisters in
Lebanon. On his return to New York, Bishop Ashjian reported to the Committee for
Aid to Lebanon, that the monies sent were already being used towards rehabilitation of
shelled buildings.

On July 30th, 1979, a Charles Aznavour Concert was organized under the auspices
of the Prelacy. Proceeds from the concert were to benefit the Prelacy’s humanitarian
and educational programs. Part of the proceeds, approximately $7,000, went to the
Prelacy’s Lebanese fund to help our community in war-torn Lebanon. Also taking part
in the benefit concert program were, artist George Mgrdichian, and the Erebouni Dance
Group from Providence, R.I., under the directorship of Ms. Aida Arakelian. The
Master of Ceremonies, coordinating the program, was the well-known Broadway artist,
Michael Kermoyan. The Committee for Aid to Lebanon extends deep gratitude to all
the artists for their participation in this Prelacy sponsored event.

As we publish the results of the fund-raising drive and the list of donors, the Com-
mittee wishes to express its deepest thanks and appreciation to all those who contributed
towards the success of this fund drive. Many thanks to all our communities, to local
committees, organizations, pastors, boards of trustees and special guest speakers. Our
heartfelt thanks to all Armenians who gave their financial and moral support to this
fund drive.

Lebanon asked for our help and we asked you to reach out to her. Once again you
confirmed that you are ready to act in the highest interests of the Armenian people. You
renewed and strengthened the spirit of solidarity. Thank you.

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Khachverats or the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross
by Rev. Gorun Shirikian

Every year, khachverats, or the Exaltation of
the Holy Cross, is celebrated in the Armenian
Apostolic Church on the nearest Sunday to
September 15th. Khachverats is one of our
Church’s five Daghavars or major holidays con-
sisting of the following festivals: Christmas
(Dzunoont); Easter (Zadeeg); Transfiguration
(Ailagerbootiun or Vartavar); Assumption
(Asdvadzadzeen) and Exaltation of the Holy
Cross (Khachverats). Each of these holidays has
a close relationship to the life and the saving
work of our Lord, Jesus Christ.

As we know from the history of the Christian
Church from the earlier centuries, the Cross
became a venerated object among the Christians,
being accepted as an instrument which led
toward the salvation of all mankind because of
Jesus’ vicarious death on the Cross. Therefore, it
is not amazing that the Armenians, as other
Christian churches, venerate the Cross as a sym-
bol of salvation and eternal life. Jesus Himself
had said, “‘Those who take their cross and follow
me will inherit the eternal life.”” There are
numerous events of the Exaltation of the Holy
Cross. Let us now explore both the historical and
religious connotations of this Holy Day of
Khachverats.

Khachverats is one of the oldest festivals
dedicated to the Exaltation of the Holy Cross.
The first event is connected with a tradition
which relates that the first Patriarch of
Jerusalem, James, brother of Jesus Christ,
elevated the Holy Cross during a religious
ceremony chanting the hymn called ‘‘Khachee
Koh Kirsdos Yergeer Bakanemk,’’ which means,
“To Your Cross We Bow,”’ thus accepting the
cross as a symbol of salvation and thereby an ob-
ject of utmost veneration. James was later mar-
tyred in Jerusalem, and upon his grave stands the
enormous Armenian monastery of St. James
comprising one-sixth of the entire city of
Jerusalem.

The second event is designated to com-
memorate the recapturing of the Holy Cross
from the Persians. King Khosrov of Persia, while
waging a war against the Byzantine Empire, oc-
cupied Jerusalem in 610 A.D. The Persians
pillaged the ancient monasteries and holy places
of Jerusalem and surrounding areas. They also
captured the Holy Cross which was placed in the
Cathedral of the Holy Sepuicher by St. Helena
the mother of Emperor Constantine, in the
fourth century A.D. (see Kud Khach or The
Discovery of the Holy Cross). After almost two
decades of captivity of the Holy Cross, the
Byzantine Emperor Heraclitus called on the help
of all Christians in his empire and surrounding
countries in order to recapture the Holy Cross
from the Persians. King Khosrov of Persia
resisted the Byzantines violently. The Byzan-
tines, reinforced by Armenian troops under the
leadership of Mejej Kunoonee, battled the Per-
sians on several occasions. But the Persians still
persisted in defending their country until
Khosrov, King of Persia, was assasinated by his
own son, Cavad Sheero. Upon Khosrov’s death,
the Persians surrendered in 627 A.D. and agreed

to return all the valuable relics and wealth cap-
tured in Jerusalem, including the Holy Cross.

The joy of the entire Christendom was over-
whelming. The Holy Cross was brought back
upon the shoulders of the Christian officers pass-
ing through Armenia. Throughout the entire
journey, the Holy Cross was greeted and
venerated everywhere by the pious Christian
population of Armenia and Asia Minor. Later,
the Cross was shipped to Jerusalem to be in-
stituted in its old place in the Cathedral of the
Holy Sepulcher.

This event is celebrated by our church with a
special service. A veiled cross, ornamented by
beautiful flowers and Rehan is carried through
the church by priests, deacons, acolytes, servers,
and the choir in a procession. Stopping at the
middle of the church, the priest(s) will bless the
four corners of the world asking God’s blessings
and bounties for the prosperity of the Armenian
Church and country, for Christian nations
overall, and for fruitfulness of the land and all
the holy places and their inhabitants.

The Feast of the Holy Cross has generated
from these two events. It is called the Exaltation
of the Holy Cross because in both instances the
Elevation (Exaltation) of the Holy Cross is the
central aspect of the feast. By its elevation, the
Christians witness its saving power and derive
from the Holy Cross the necessary strength and
the healing power as our ancestors did. Thus, we
read in the Gospel of St. John 3:14-15, “And as
Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness,
even so must the Son of Man (Jesus) be lifted up.
And whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have eternal life.”” What does St.
John mean by this commment? Jesus descended
from heaven to bring salvation (participation in
God’s life) by being lifted up on the Cross. And
therefore whosoever is smitten by the evil, will
regain his spiritual health and find a new way in
his life leading to atonement and salvation.
(Read the story of Moses’ serpent, Num. 21:5-9).
The message of the Exaltation or Elevation of
the Holy Cross is as relevant to our time as it was
during the time of Moses and Emperor
Hereclitus, since we still complain about God’s
orders and disobey His Commandments.

How can we free ourselves from the snares of
Satan? This question often times remains
unanswered in our weak souls. Our forefathers
found the answer by looking to the Holy Cross
upon which Jesus shed His blood for our salva-
tion. If our intention is sincere and our decision
is derived from our faith in God and His only
begotten Son, Jesus Christ, we will benefit by
looking to the Holy Cross as the Israelites did by
looking to the bronze serpent.

Soon another year will pass before you ex-
amine thoroughly this lesson again. Would you
be able to say next year that you are much
stronger and healthier both spiritually and
morally than the previous year? If your answer is
yes, look forward to another Khachverats. Sure-
ly, then, every minute, hour, day, week, and year
you will become stronger and healthier as an
adopted child of God.

Investors of the
Great Investor

Life is an investment and we all are investors.
When we think of this investmient, a few observa-
tions and facts become clear.

First, in life’s investment God is the Greatest
Investor. All we are and all we have, all we hope
to be and have is His. To the question, ‘“Whose
world is this?”’ our first and immediate answer
often is, ““This is our world!”’ And in a sense,
this is true. But essentially, this is God’s world.
The Psalmist rightly claims, ‘“The earth is the
Lord’s and the fullness thereof.”” What we are
and have is ultimately God’s investment. The
Parable of the Owner of the Vineyard is an
allegorical account of God’s investment. In the
parable He is the vineyard owner, who leaves the
vineyard to us, His caretakers. When the time of
the harvest comes He sends His messengers—the
prophets. He sends them again—and again.
When they are thrown out—out of His im-
measurable love, God makes His greatest in-
vestment—He sends His Son to redeem His crea-
tion. Speaking of this investment, our Lord said,
““God so loved the world that He gave His only
begotten Son. ... I came that you may have
eternal life.”” Yes, God is the Greatest Investor.

Second, we all are investors too, with a dif-
ference that we are stewards and trustees of the
Great Investor. God is the ultimate and sovereign
owner of all life and substance, and we are but
stewards and trustees of His bounty. We are ac-
countable and responsible for our stewardship.
Isn’t this what Jesus tells us by the Parable of the
Talents?

But. our investment is not necessarily material.
Investment has a broader implication. We are
called to invest not only our treasure, but our
time and talent as well. We are called to give not
only our substance but ourselves. Money
sometimes can become a substitute for personal
involvement. In Charles Dickens’ Christmas
Carol, the problem of Scrooge was not only his
stinginess, but his lack of concern and involve-
ment. He gave a bit of money and assumed that
he had done his share in supporting the
workhouses. It was not until much later that
Scrooge awakened to the true meaning of giving,
namely caring, loving, being sensitive and involv-
ed, and giving of himself.

The question is not whether or not we are in-
vestors and stewards—of course we are! The real
question is, what sort of investors are we?

The fact that we are trustees of what is given us
carries with it a profound and challenging
thought. If we are trustees, if God trusts us, we
ought to be trustworthy. As investors of God’s
trust, therefore, we must ask ourselves, what are
we doing with the trust God put in us?

Third, life and our investments are based on
the principle of “‘Give and Take.”” We give and
take, like we exhale and inhale. And in a real
sense, giving is living. Someone said, ‘“The real
things in life should not be kept, for if they are
kept they become a curse rather than a
blessing.”’ For example, try to keep love to
yourself, and it will turn into lust. Try to keep
peace to yourself, and it will degenerate into
passivity. Try to keep beauty and it will become a
mummy. Try to keep a vision and you may
become a visionary. Try to keep money and it

will become a mammon.

Let’s not lose sight of the fact that any
organization or church that lives for itself will die
by itself. Our churches and our ecclesiastical
establishments are no exceptions.

Then, the question that evokes in our minds is
this: Is the ultimate purpose of our lives simply
the goal of self-serving comfort, or is it to create
the kind of life which enriches those we touch
and thus enriches ourselves? Is the ultimate pur-
pose of our lives built upon the philosophy ‘“The
world and men owe me something and my life
will be spent in getting what they owe me?’’ Or is
our philosophy that every person and institution
has an obligation and privilege of leaving the
world a better place than they found it?

The late President John F. Kennedy with a
deep insight summarized it when he said, ‘‘Ask
not what your country can do for you, but what
you can do for your country.”” By the same
token, I conntend that those who always stand
on the receiving end of the Church and our na-
tional institutions and sometimes are critical of
their modes of operation would render a greater
service even to themselves if they sincerely asked,
‘“What can I do for them?*’

Fourth, any corporate endeavor — Church or
organization — is, in a sense, like a vast mutual
investment. In a mutual investment fund there
are many investors, in which the stockholders
rise and fall together. In a vast mutual invest-
ment of life we all rise and fall together.

Let us make no mistake about it that our
Churches, our organizations, all institutions,
here and abroad, are a mutual investment. If our
Churches, institutions and compatriots fall in
Lebanon or in the Near East, or in any other
place on the globe, we fall with them, and vice
versa. If they rise we will rise with them. In John
Donne’s beautiful words, none of us is ‘“‘an
island entire of itself. . .but a piece of the conti-
nent. . .and if the bells tolls don’t ask for whom
the bell tolls, it tolls for you and me.”’

Any Armenian-American who says the rest of
our Churches and institutions is no concern of
his, may think he is being realistic, but in fact, is
very unrealistic and short-sighted, for in St.
Paul’s words, ‘“No man lives to himself, and no
man dies to himself.”’

Fifth, gratitude is the touch-stone of our In-
vestment Program of life. The moving power of
our stewardship—be that time, talent or
treasure—should be a loving and grateful spirit.
We give not because we should, but because we
may. We invest in things and persons because
God has invested in us, and we feel grateful to
Him.

A witty person has said, ‘‘There are three
kinds of givers in the world, the flint, the sponge
and the honeycomb. To get anything out of a
flint, you must hammer it and then you only get
flint and sparks. To get anything out of a sponge
you must squeeze it. But a honeycomb overflows
with its own sweetness.”’

In our Church, community and national life
we need ‘“honeycombs’ who give of their time,
talent, treasure, and above all, of themselves,
willingly, lovingly, cheerfully, and gratefully.
