Prior to their leaving for Etchmiadzin, the Delega-
tion had consultative meetings with the Central Ex-
ecutive Council of the See of Cilicia on September 25
and 26th, 1979.

States on October 19, 1979.

To the editor:

In reference to the article of Pierre Papazian on
Human Rights in the August issue of OUTREACH, I
would like to make some comments. Any Armenian liv-
ing in comfort, thousands of miles away from our
homeland, should never forget that the fractionated part
of our country that we now call Soviet Armenia, was
liberated by the Russians in 1828, from the sanguinary
rule of the Persian and Turkish tyrants. At the time of
that occupation the Armenian population in the ter-
ritory was a minority, as the successive khans and
sultans had systematically annihilated or exiled our peo
ple. If it had not been for that annexation and for the
superhuman efforts of that great Armenophile, Alex-
ander Sergeyevich Greboyedov - writer, scholar and
diplomat, who was eventually murdered by the
phanatical moslem mob because of his humanitarian
work in connection with the repatriation of Armenian
refugees from Persia to Armenia, today, we would not
have one square inch of territory that we could call our
own. The name Armenia would simply be wiped out
from the map of the world and the territory would
become an arid vast, desolate and dreary wasteland
similar to that of Western Armenia. As a result of the
unrealistic activities of a few so-called dissidents and
their counterparts in the United States, should the
Soviet Union decide to abandon the area — a very un-
significant piece of real estate in a multi-million square
mile empire — again, this little Armenia, which today
looks like a veritable Garden of Eden, could be
transformed into an Inferno within twenty-four hours,
by the eternal menace to civilization, the Turk, and
ironically enough, by the help of American arms. . .just
like in Cyprus.

When the late Garo Sassouni returned from his first
trip to Armenia, a correspondent of AZTAG daily in
Beirut asked him his opinion about the dissidents in
Armenia. Sassouni answered promptly, ‘“We cannot
have the luxury of having dissidents in our homeland.
Those who claim to be patriots, let them work hard on
the land, in the provinces. Let them build, construct.
Other ethnic groups can have that luxury, but then they
don’t have the Turks at their frontiers....”” During a
public lecture, Professor Vartan Gregorian of the
University of Pennsylvania came exactly with the same
answer when a similar question was put to him.

In 1977 1 was in Yerevan. During my stay there, I
read in the papers about some young men who were ar-
rested as speculators and black-marketeers. They were
tried and: jailed. A few months after my return home, to
my surprise, I saw an article in several Armenian
publications, reprinted from American papers, in which
this omnipresent alarmist, the Nobel Prize winner An-
drei Sakharov — I cannot understand how — was infor-
ming to the world that those same criminals were jailed
in Armenia because they were ‘‘patriots and dissidents.”’
In Armenia I met a few such charlatans who tried to im-
press me. Unfortunately, my impressions were, that I
was dealing with some lazy, shallow and opportunistic
individuals....

Let There Be Light and There Was Darkness

literary man is expected to have a gripping

command of vocabulary and grammar such

that he can make child’s play of the use

of words in order to express ideas, pro-
duce the desired emotional affect, and/or nullify the op-
ponent’s stand. Literary men of at least average ability
have this talent, setting them apart from the rest of us.
This innate characteristic is the foundation for future
development. The next step towards literary sophistica-
tion is to attain a comfortable familiarity with the
literature, music, and fine arts of past and present. In
this way the writer develops an easy awareness of the
hopes, joys, successes, failures, and disappointments of
people and the various ways these are expressed. An
outstanding literary personage needs to be familiar with
the literature not only of his/her own people but also of
the world at large.

Barouyr Sevag was a prolific writer who lived to be
only 48 years old (1924-1972). He wrote numerous
critical essays and did a monograph on Sayat Nova.
Sevag’s work is appealing for many reasons. With just a
few words he can convey profound meanings with beau-
ty. For Sevag, man was central, created by the Diety,
and thus worthy of dignity, respect, honor, and a
possessor of certain inalienable rights. The lofty ideas
and goals to which a man aspired, and worked for, were
Sevag’s measure of his worth.

Interestingly, a true concept of Christianity is ex-
pressed by one who was raised and educated in an
atheistic society, although surely his upbringing in an
Armenian Apostolic family planted the seed of Chris-
tianity in Sevag’s mind.

Another heartwarming aspect is the strong Arme-
nianism evident in a number of Sevag’s works. This
beautiful sentiment is something he had to pay for with
his life.

Sevag’s death has also proven to be an eloquent
testimony of his effectiveness. While driving home with
his wife and two sons, his car was struck by a truck.
Sevag and his wife were killed but the boys miraculously
survived. The accident, which occurred on an open
country road, is said to have been ‘‘planned,” a sorry
comment on that form of government which instead of
rightfully being proud of such a gifted son, chose to
silence him. A memorial erected on the site of the acci-
dent bears the inscription, ‘‘Let There Be Light and
There Was Darkness,”” which incorporates the title of
one of Sevag’s volumes of poetry.

The writer who can combine his talent and literary
background with a working knowledge of the sciences is
one who becomes a ‘‘giant.”” Fragments of world
literature, music, and history are so cleverly, deftly, and
poignantly woven into Sevag’s works that one must con-
clude that Sevag had an excellent grasp of these subjects.
What is even more noteworthy is the fact that he weaves
in concepts from nuclear physics, mathematics,
chemistry, botany, bacteriology, and all the other
natural sciences. These concepts are used in a fashion
which indicates a working familiarity with these sub-
jects. In view of all these considerations, Barouyr Sevag
clearly rates among the literary giants.

One of Sevag’s poems entitled, ‘“Mass in Three
Parts,”’ is composed of the following segments: Let Me
Lament Memorial Day; Let me Smash Thunderbolts;
and Let Me Summon the Living. In this very moving
poem, Sevag vividly portrays the merciless and inhuman
acts perpetrated against the Armenians by the Turks.
The first and shortest segment of the poem is entitled,
“Let Me Lament Memorial Day’’:

But after that one person zero after zero were added
And the number of zeros exceeded five and reached six
A half million
and
one
One million
and
a half,

And everyone faultless
And everyone innocent

Let me lament memorial day
the million memorial day.

In the second part, ‘‘Let Me Smash Thunderbolts, "’
Sevag uses the minute details of 1915 to awaken and
arouse our conscience and to stir our moral judgement
to a high fervor. For example:

Let me be silent
and let the tongueless stones speak in the tongue of
stones.
To whome and in what way is this nation wicked
Give an answer, the stones are demanding
To whom and how is this nation wicked
To be condemned to so much wickedness
Give an answer, the stones are demanding.

Constituting half the poem, this segment is singularly
effective. Most passages can bring tears to one’s eyes.

It is significant to note that the final part deals with
positive action rather than remorse. After briefly
reviewing the history, then spending some time raising
our consciousness, Sevag turns to summoning the living,
stressing productivity and the effectiveness of action in
the present. A short passage from ‘‘Let Me Summon the
Living”’ follows:

Tears are not necessary
In place of these

AJ

let there pour forth energy, let there pour forth sweat
so that even the failings of nature may be corrected

by turning stones into presses for wine,

cliffs into open storehouses for bread and fruit,
deserts into an open exhibition of homes of plenty.

In the Armenian version there is a nice play on
words: desert is anabad, meaning without homes, while
Sevag uses shen abad, meaning homes of plenty.

It certainly makes sense to me that we need to know
our past, not to dwell upon, but to use as a source of in-
spiration to be effective in the present, with our sights
set on the future.

The Armenian Grandmother
by Tom Vartabedian

There is nothing more precious to the Armenian do-
main than a grandmother—that bustling bundle of
energy who always brings a moment of cheer and com-
fort into our lives.

I assume my ‘“‘menz-mama’’ was like your ‘‘menz-
mama’’ and like all the Armenian ‘‘menz-mamas’’ who
ever lived.

She was an elderly woman of 75 when I enjoyed her
most. She lived around the corner. . .normally a five-
minute walk for the average person, but a 30-minute
hike for her.

Menz-mama’s figure was considerably bent with age
and her snow-white hair with the bun on back was
especially conspicuous. My biggest childhood fantasy
was her hair. Why was it so white since my other grand-
mother, who lived with us, owned a mop of black hair
and was nearly as old?

The two grandmothers would come together and sit
and gab and drink Armenian coffee with each exchang-
ing fortunes. The evening’s highlight was the Armenian
Radio Hour.

The half-hour special was broadcast at 7:30 p.m. and
when the time arrived, the two would frantically search
for the correct station. By the time it was found, 15
minutes had elapsed.

Age had taken its toll on Grandma Mariam and began
hampering her eyesight. I would take advantage of the
impediment and gallantly challenge her to a game of
“‘jsh-lee.”” She never caught me plucking two cards on
each draw, instead of one, and my slyness always made
me the victor.

When it came time to depart, I would usually accom-
pany her to the end of the street from where she inched
her way home. I felt awkward at taking her arm for fear
my friends would spot me and bellow forth with
harassment.

As 1 grew older, I often wondered how two elderly
Armenian women could sit and talk faithfully five
nights a week and seem amused by their conversations.

I attempted to find out and so, hid under the table one
evening to listen. They spoke about the weather for an
hour. . .the hardships of getting old. . .their grand-
children. . .and back to the weather.

Grandma Mariam was a perpetual ‘“‘chorag’ and
““baneer’’ eater and her favorite beverage was coffee
with 3% lumps of sugar. She was a habitual smoker who
rolled her own to save money. Once she was offered a
filter-tipped cigarette and lit the wrong end.

When the holidays came, we would take out the anti-
quated victrola and spin the old 78’s. The Armenian
songs by Shah Mooradian made her shed a tear or
two. . .not in sorrow but in reverie for us and our ties
with the Mother Country.

It made her rejoice at seeing the family united. An oc-
casional dance would spice up the get-together and the
family would beckon her forth for an Armenian solo.
She would always refuse, using her legs as an alibi. But
after considerable coaxing, she obliged. Her solos were
unique. She would stay in the same spot for five minutes
without moving a step. . .only swaying her shoulders
left and right in cadence with the music.

It’s been several years since her passing and a thought
just struck me. She never did figure out my scheme for
winning at ‘‘ish-lee.”’
