First International
Symposium on Ani Brings
Together Scholars from
Around the World

The first international symposium on
the city of Ani took place last Saturday,
October 21, with the participation of
fourteen internationally known scholars
and specialists in the field of art and
architecture.

Sponsored by the Prelacy of the Arme-
nian Apostolic Church of America, the
all-day symposium took place at the New-
York Historical Society’s impressive
building on Central Park West and was
attended by 200 people.

Dr. Haikaz Grigorian, chairman of the
Ani Millennium Commemoration,
welcomed the attendees and invited
Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian to officially
open the Symposium. After offering an
opening prayer, His Eminence spoke
about Professor Sirarpie Der Nersessian, a
pioneer in the field of Armenian art
studies who died this year, and Professor
Tatevos Hagopian who was to be a partici-
pant in the Symposium, but passed away
on October 15. The Archbishop dedicated
the Symposium to the memory of these
two outstanding scholars. Special prayers
for the repose of their souls, as well for
those who were responsible for the erec-
tion of the Great Cathedral at Ani, King
Smbat, King Gagik, Queen Gatranid and
her children, Dertad the Architect, and
all the workers who built the Cathedral,
were offered prior to the beginning of the
Symposium.

Professor Adriano Alpago-Novello,
moderator, made an opening statement
describing the days events. Speaking in
Italian, his ‘words were translated into
Armenian by Professor Armen Zarian.

Lucy Der Manuelian spoke about “Ani
the Medieval Capital of Armenia,” giving
a good solid introduction to the day’s pro-
ceedings. With the use of exceptional
slides and literate text she-vividly por-
trayed the medieval Armenian city. Dr.
Der Manuelian is on the faculty of Tufts
University where since 1984 she has lec-
tured in Armenian Art and Architecture.

“Ani: Journey Through the Centuries,”
the paper which was to be presented by
Professor Tatevos Hagopian from Soviet
Armenia was read by Dr. Herand
Markarian. As mentioned above, Pro-
fessor Hagopian died on October 15, just
days before he was to leave for the United
States to attend the symposium. Professor
Hagopian was an expert in Armenian
historical geography and had been
associated with the University of Yerevan
since 1946. Professor Hagopian’s presen-
tation portrayed Ani as the country’s
politico-economic and cultural center for
several centuries and showed how the
fame of the city travelled far beyond the
immediate area.

Patrick Donabedian from France spoke
about “Dertad the Architect,” the famed
architect who, among many other struc-
tures, built the Great Cathedral at Ani.
Dr. Donabedian holds three doctorates in-

Armenian Philharmonic Orchestra to Appear in
Boston, Washington, D.C., and New York During Tour

First U.S. Tour Will Aid Earthquake Relief Efforts

The Armenian Philharmonic Orchestra at a performance in Yerevan’s Khatchturian
Concert Hall, the Philharmonic’s home. Recent visitors returning from Armenia report
that Loris Tjeknavorian has created a dynamic interest in the 65-pear-old Orchestra.
The regular Friday evening concerts are sold-out with standing ovations for the Or-
chestra. The U.S. tour is expected to introduce the Orchestra not only to Armenian
Americans but a wide group of music lovers who attend concerts regularly.

Loris Tjeknavorian

Loris Tjeknavorian, the Armenian-
born American composer and conductor
became Artistic Director and Principal
Conductor of the Armenian Philhar-
monic in September 1989.

Following the earthquake in northern
Armenia in 1988, Maestro Tjeknavorian
helped mobilize the musical community
of New York in staging a concert at
Carnegie Hall to benefit the relief effort.
This concert featured such renowned ar-
tists as Placido Domingo, Mstislav
Rostropovich, Samuel Ramey, Frederica
von Stade and Aprile Millo.

While his new post in Yerevan will oc-
cupy the better part of his time,

André Watts

One of the world’s most celebrated
pianists, André Watts first captured the
attention of the music world at the age of
sixteen appearing in a televised concert
with Leonard Bernstein and the New
York Philharmonic. On that occasion,
noted New York Times critic Harold
Schonberg wrote of Watts: “Electrifying,
sensational, daring, colorful, imaginative,
powerful. . .a super-virtuoso.” During
the more than twenty-five years that
have passed, André Watts has continued
to draw international praise for his un-
matched style of playing.

He has appeared in sold-out recitals and
in concert with such leading conductors

The Armenian Philharmonic Or-
chestra, under the direction of conductor
Loris Tjeknavorian, will begin its first
ever tour of the United States on
November 29, 1989. The Prelacy of the
Armenian Apostolic Church of America
and the Armenian Relief Society of North
America will present the orchestra in a
three-city tour, the proceeds of which
will go towards programs established to
help continue the rebuilding process in
Armenia.

The orchestra will play its first con-
cert outside the Soviet Union on
November 29 in Boston’s Symphony Hall,
then go to Washington, D.C. for a perfor-
mance at the Concert Hall of the Kennedy
Center on December 1.

The benefit tour will end with a per-
formance in New York at Carnegie Hall
on December 7, the first anniversary of
the earthquake in Armenia. Renowned
American pianist Andre Watts will join
the orchestra for the performances.

Maestro Tjeknavorian has announced
the program for the tour, which, in addi-
tion to a world premiere of his own
“Prayer for the Repose of Souls,” Op. 41,
will include Khatchaturian’s Three
Dances from Spartacus, Rachmaninoffs
Piano Concerto No. 2 with Andre Watts
and Shostakovich’s grand Symphony No.
10.

Loris Tjeknavorian, Artistic Director
and Principal Conductor of the Armenian
Philharmonic Orchestra is the first
American to be appointed to a full-time
principal conducting post in the Soviet
Union. His appointment to the principal
conductor’s post marks the beginning of
a new era for the Armenian Philhar-
monic Orchestra. Having worked last
year to raise money to replace in-
struments for the orchestra, Maestro
Tjeknavorian has planned new initiatives
for the 65-year-old orchestra which in-
clude expanding touring and recording.

“It is a great honor to be the first
American appointed to lead a Soviet or-
chestra,” said Maestro Tjeknavorian.

I am especially pleased to lead
the orchestra on its first tour
outside of the Soviet Union as a
benefit for earthquake relief
Though the musical communi-
ty and the rest of the world
were very responsive when an
emergency existed, many do
not realize that there is still
much work to be done. I hope
that the tour will heighten
awareness of the situation
while it shows audiences that
cultural life continues in
Armenia despite the tragedy.

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Editorial
The Meaning of Ani

The year-long commemoration of the
1000th anniversary of the Great
Cathedral at Ani has come to an end with
the first International Symposium which
took place October 21 at the New-York
Historical Society.

This Symposium was the first of its
kind where a large group of interna-
tionally known specialists in the history,
sociology, architecture, and archaeology
of Ani came together to share their
knowledge about the great medieval city
and to discuss its future.

The success of the Symposium can best
be summed up by a comment made by
Paolu Cuneo, one of the participants, and
a man who has devoted most of his
academic career to the study of Ani. Pro-
fessor Cuneo said, “I have been studying
Ani for years, but I found Ani in New
York.”

Aside from the obvious benefits of
events such as this Symposium, perhaps
the opportunity to make the interna-
tional community aware of the current
plight of the remains of Ani is the greatest
benefit.

Accordingly, on behalf of the assembl-
ed scholars Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian
sent a cable to Mr. Federico Mayor,
General Director of UNESCO. The cable to
Mr. Mayor stated:

“The first international art and history
symposium dedicated to the millennium of
the medieval Armenian capital, Ani, took
place Saturday, October 21, 1989, at the
New-York Historical Society. Specialists on
the subject matter, who came from the
US., the US.S.R., Italy and France,
presented Ani’s historic, archaeological
and esthetic importance. The Symposium
brought to light the poor state of the
monuments, caused by the local
authorities’ lack of proper preseruatwn. It
was, however, brought to the attention of
the participants, that archaeological ex-
cavations have taken place at Ani, and
that the findings have been transferred to
Kars and other sites. The participants of
this Symposium agree that this transfer is
contrary to the policies of ICOMOS [Inter-
national Council on Monuments and Sites]
which states that all archaeological find-
ings must be kept and preserved in situ.
Although UNESCO cannot undertake
restorations without the specific approval
of the country involved, it cannot remain
indifferent and permit such priceless
monuments to undergo irreversible
damage. In the name of all the participants
in this symposium, we urge that UNESCO,
using the most appropriate means and in
accotd ‘with the local authorities responsi-
ble for the monuments situated on their
territory, take urgent measures to prevent
the disappearance of these monuments.”

A second cable addressed to Mikhail S.
Gorbachev, President of the USSR on
behalf of the participants stated:

“Distinguished scholars from around the
world including Armenia gathered at the
headquarters of the prestigious New-York
Historical Society for a day-long sym-
posium dedicated to the millennium
celebration of the Great Cathedral of Ani.
Discussed were the history and cultural
significance of this medieval city as well as
questions pertaining to its preservation
which is of paramount importance in light
of Turkey’s traditional and deliberate
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policy of destroying physical evidence of a
centuries-old Armenian presence in
Western, or what is today, Turkish-
occupied Armenia. On behalf of the
organizers and participants of this Sym-
posium, we would like to impress upon you
and the internatinal community the
necessity of preserving what remains of
Ani not only as an example of Armenian
culture, but as a legacy of western civiliza-
tion. We fervently hope that the tragic fate
that befell Ani wouldm be spared other
Armenian lands such as Artsakh or
Karabagh which contains 1,100 architec-
tural monuments of unmistakable Arme-
nian origin such as the famous Gantsasar
Monastery. The future of these priceless
monuments will be endangered if current
conditions prevail. Our concerns have
become all the more serious in view of
Azerbaijan’s six-month long blockage of
Karabagh and Armenia. Such un-
precedented action clearly seeks to prevent
the Armenians of Karabagh from express-
ing their right to self-determination and
subject Armenia into total submission. We
hope that this life-threatening and in-
tolerable situation will be remedied im-
mediately and decisions relative to the
future status of Karabagh will be taken
based on principles of justice and
democracy.”

In a statement released by the Prelacy, projects that have
already been completed and those that will come to fruition in
the future were explained in detail.

Prelacy headquarters in New York City began collecting funds
immediately after the news of the earthquake last December
reached the west. The total sum collected as of October by the
Prelacy is $1,648,513.77. This sum represents the amount col-
lected by the Prelacy. Since January the Prelacy and the Arme-
nian Relief Society joined forces and established the Earthquake

appearance the Philharmonic will present concerts in Boston on
November 29, in Washington on December 1, and in New York’s
Carnegie Hall on Dec. 7, the first anniversary of the earthquake.

In addition to the monies collected, the Prelacy was able to
secure $8 million worth of medical supplies and other goods
which were shipped to Armenia immediately after the earth-
quake. Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian, Prelate of the Armenian

first machine was shipped to Spitak and if it proves satisfactory more machines of this
type will be provided.

Prelacy Responds to U.S. Disasters

Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian quickly responded to help victims of Hurricane
Hugpo and the earthquake in the San Francisco-Oakland area of California.

His Fminence immediately sent directives to Prelacy communities to respond
with needed aid either through established relief organizations or to the Prelacy
and to offer special prayers for the victims.

In his statement about Hurricane Hugo which caused widespread destruction
he said:

“The violence of nature has once again left a long trail of misery. This time the
areas hit are far from Armenia. Hurricane Hugo, one of the most powerful
storms in recorded history, has left thousands and thousands homeless in Puerto
Rico, Guadeloupe, Antigua, Montserrat, St. Kitts, U.S. Virgin Islands, British
Virgin Islands, and North and South Carolina. Mercifully loss of life has been
low, but property damage has been estimated in the billions and it will take
many years to rebuilt. In the meantime thousands and thousands are homeless;
most have lost all of their possessions. Once again the world community has
responded with an outpouring of charitable support. Barely one year ago we
witnessed the power of a worldwide response when Armenia was hit with an
earthquake. The compassion that came forth at that time gave Armenians the
strength to face the difficult future. Just as it is going to take years to rebuild the
affected Armenian cities and villages, the areas hit by Hugo will also need the
continued help and prayers of the world.”

His Eminence also responded soon after the California earthquake with fund
raising directives and sent the following telegram to California’s Governor
George Deukmejian:

“Our thoughts and prayers are with you and the state of California as you
mourn the tragic loss of your citizens in Tuesday’s earthquake. We pray for the
quick recovery of all those injured and ask the Lord to bless the hundreds of
volunteers who have swiftly come to the aid of their fellow human beings. We
pray for your good health and stamina to guide this humanitarian endeavor to
bring the stricken areas back to normal as quickly as possible.”

Apostolic Church of America, acknowledged the help of many in-
dividuals in securing these medical supplies through the generosity of many corpora-
tions. “Their quick action in getting these donations and the speed with which they
were shipped to Armenia helped save many lives. Medical supplies were already in
short supply and the earthquake heightened the acute shortage ten-fold,” the Ar-
chbishop said. It is anticipated that medical facilities and supplies will be needed for
some time to come and these needs will continue to be met.

Through the Prelacy’s “Children for Children” program with the New York City
Board of Education nearly $100,000 was raised by New York City’s school children.
These monies were distributed to the Prelacy, the Armenian Relief Society, the Arme-
nian General Benevolent Union and the Diocese of the Armenian Church.

Prajects funded by the Prelacy thus far include:

* The sum of $65,000 was allocated towards the establishment of a prosthesis factory
in Yerevan. The total cost of this project is more than one million dollars and addi-
tional major funding came from the Lebanon Fund Raising Committee, and the Arme-
nian Relief Society of North American (eastern and western regions), with technical aid
from the Rusk Institute of New York.

* A sum of $350,000 was allocated for the transportation of relief materials (including
the free medical supplies) through Pan Aviation of Miami, Florida. A total of four
flights were made; three in December 1988 and one in January 1989. These flights
transported emergency relief supplies gathered by the Prelacy and other organizations
based in Denver, Providence, and Los Angeles.

* In ajoint project with the Armenian Missionary Association of America, the Prelacy
funded half the cost of a compressed soil brick-making machine to be used in Spitak,
the hardest hit area. Allocated towards this project by the Prelacy was $92,453 and a
similar sum was allocated by the AMAA. This is a pilot project and if the performance
of this machine is satisfactory more machines of this type will be provided.

* The sum of $215,000 was used for the purchase of a bulldozer. The Komatsu D85E
bulldozer is equipped with a straight tilt blade, Ateco multi-shank ripper and a heated
operator’s cab.

* A peritoneal dialysis machine, with a value of $45,000 was purchased and shipped to
Armenia in December. Although there were many hemodialysis machines shipped to
Armenia by various sources following the earthquake, there was immediate need of a
peritoneal dialysis machine. This type of dialysis machine has the advantage of being
able to remove large amounts of fluid from the body by the use of concentrated
glucose in the irrigation solution.

* $412,363.64 was allocated and used in various earthquake-related relief projects in
Armenia.

Prajects that the Prelacy has approved and expects to implement in the near
Juture as additional funds are collected include:

* Mobile Medical Clinic: There is still a serious need for mobile clinics in areas where
hospitals have been destroyed by the earthquake. Valued at $175,000. this mobile
clinic is 48 feet wide and 85 feet long and has a reception area, examination rooms, and
a medical laboratory equipped with examination tables, blood pressure cuffs, eye-ear-
nose & throat examination instruments, adult and pediatric scales, refrigerator,
ophthalmoscopes, otoscopes, microscopes, centrifuge, aquaclave, X-ray and EKG units
and a large electric generator.

* Chick Master Incubator Systems: Two Chick Master Incubator Systems with a total
cost of $96,000, including transportation and installation, will be sent to Armenia.
Each system has a weekly setting capacity of 29,160 eggs. At a rate of 85 efficiency
(which is the normal rate) the two systems will produce 49,572 chickens per week and
2,577,740 annually.

J SHI Wind Turbine: An SHI Wind Turbine for electricity with a total cost of $150,000,
including transportation and installation, will be shipped to one of the neediest
villages in the earthquake zone. Since the closing of the Medzamor nuclear power
plant, Armenia is seriously short of electric power. The use of hydroelectric power has
reached a limit and oil and gas have to be imported. Wind power and solar electricity
are thus becoming the only available alternatives to conventional energy sources.

* Pollution-free machinery: The Kirovagan Chemical Processing Factory is now closed
leaving 3,000 employees without work. The factory produced building materials using
PVC (polyvinyl chloride). Because of the antiquated machinery used, the factory
caused serious pollution problems. This proposal, which will cost one million dollars,
is for the purchase of an assembly line of three machines for the Kirovagan factory
from Berstorff Maschinenbau in Hanover, West Germany. The new machinery and its
process are completely pollution-free and will produce PVC and other composites for

cluding one from the University of
Yerevan. He is the co-author of Armenian
Art, the magnificent volume recently
published by Harry Abrams and the
Prelacy.

Gabriella Uluhogian from Milan’s
Center of Studies and Documentation of
Armenian Culture presented ‘“The Chur-
ches of Ani Based on the Evidence of the
Inscriptions.” Dr. Uluhogian showed
how through the inscriptions found it has
been possible to verify the existence of
churches no long standing. Through the
inscriptions it has been possible to ascer-
tain the date and place of construction,
the name of the builder, restorations that
followed, materials used, etc. Dr.
Uluhogian showed how at Ani one may
see a small number of religious buildings,
which everyone knows, clearly iden-
tifiable with those in historic documents,
but there remains a greater number
which do not exist today, and whose
identification depends upon other means.

Adriano Alpago-Novello, professor of
art history and architectural history and
style, presented ‘“Medieval Cathedrals of
Europe and the Cathedral of Ani.”’ Dr.
Alpago-Novello compared the styles of
the Cathedral of Europe to the Cathedral
of Ani, which many specialists believe to
be a precursor of western gothic ar-
chitecture. Since 1967 Dr. Alpago-
Novello has been director of the Center
of Studies of Armenian Architecture in
Italy which works in close collaboration
with the Academy of Sciences of
Armenia.

Alice Taylor presented a paper on
“The Walls of Ani.” Dr. Taylor showed
that while Ani’s walls functioned
basically as did other medieval Arme-
nian fortifications, they differed from
the norm in ways that reveal a symbolic
function as well. The walls built by King
Smbat Bagratuni in 987 enclose a much
larger area than Armenian fortifications,
and more closely resemble a Byzantine
city. Dr. Taylor’s research on Armenian
art has taken her to Armenian
monasteries in Vienna and Jerusalem
and Soviet Armenia. She is currently
working on a book on 14th-15th century
Gospel and Illumination from around
Lake Van.

The presentation by Helen S. Evans
focused on “The Manuscript of King
Gagik of Kars, the last independent ruler
of the Bagratid Dynasty. Professor
Evans, who has lectured at universities
and museums throughout the United
States, traced the last days of Ani.

Armen Zarian from Soviet Armenia
spoke about the fascinating topic of
“Subterranean Ani.”’There was a vast
underground city in Ani and Dr. Zarian
spoke about the complex make up of
that subterranean city. He showed how
the subterranean structures of the
Bagratid capital are closely connected
with those of the upper level. Dr. Zarian
is a well-known architect and teacher.
His presence at the symposium—his first
trip to the United States—was infor-
mative and poignant as well. Dr. Zarian
walked with difficulty on crutches and
the audience watched with awe the lov-
ing care his two young grandsons gave
him, anticipating his every need.

Paolo Cuneo, professor of the History
of Architecture at the University of
L’Aquila in Italy, presented his paper
which was entitled, “The Archaeological
Site of Ani: Its Scientific Exploration and
Conservation from Past to Future.” Dr.
Cuneo explored the genesis and develop-
ment of the scholarly interest for orien-
tal and medieval archaeology, within the
19th century European culture. He
spoke at length about the modern
“discovery” of the remains. Dr. Cuneo
also presented a bold plan advocating
the creation of an “‘international zone”
in the area of the medieval city of Ani,
covering both banks of the River, and
creating an ‘‘international park or

preserve’” which would ensure the pro-
tection of this historic area, create oppor-
tunity for further study and safeguard
an area which contains some of the
world’s most unique and artistic
heritage.”

Professor Cuneo’s proposal also
became a focus in the panel discussion
which closed the symposium. Chaired
by Professor Nina Garsoian, participants
on the panel were Ailvida Mirzoyan,
Peter Cowe, Vazken Parsegian and
Patrick Donabedian. The panel was
specifically dealing with the “Preserva-
tion of Ani.” Along with Dr. Cuneo’s
proposal, Dr. Parsegian spoke of a sym-
posium scheduled to take place in April
or May 1990 in Europe specifically deal-
ing with the status of Armenian
historical monuments in several regions.
Professor Parsegian sees the preserva-
tion of Ani and of other Armenian
monuments in Turkey depending
primarily on supporting the European
Community’s insistence on that preser-
vation as a condition for closer Turkish
ties with the European community.

While all panelists agreed with the
need for immediate action, they also
acknowledged the diffulties ahead and
the need for further study and careful
planning of action and strategy.

The Symposium came to a close with a
brief, but lively, question and answer
period.

Conversation and debates about Ani
continued at the Prelacy headquarters in
the evening at a reception for Dr. Patrick
Donabedian, the co-author of Armenian
Art, recently published by Harry
Abrams and the Prelacy. Dr. Donabed-
ian autographed copies of the massive
work as guests enjoyed wine and
delicious refreshments prepared by the
Prelacy’s Ladies Guild.

During the reception many persons
remarked about the necessity of the con-
centrated study of Ani which this Sym-
posium provided. One person com-
mented, “I couldn’t have learned any
more if I had taken a trip to Ani.”

Another person noted that the com-
munity owes a debt of gratitude to Arch-
bishop Ashjian and the Prelacy for spon-
soring important events like the Sym-
posium. The question of language (some
participants spoke in French or Italian)
was a problem and one that should be
addressed in future international Sym-
posiums with either complete translated
texts (rather than abstracts) or
simultaneous translations. But that this
first international symposium on Ani
was an important and significant event
was doubted by no one.

the building industry by recycling used automobile tires. This would be the first PVC
manufacturing assembly-line in the USSR.

% Green Houses for Agricultural Development: This project proposes the purchase of
seven Plastigrow Green House Systems manufactured in Canada. Each house measures
30’ x 200’; seven would be needed for one acre of land. The Prelacy will purchase seven
units with a total cost of $38,500, including a drip irrigation system for each green
house.

* Power Curber: This proposal is for the purchase of four units of Power Curber 150 with
a total cost of $34,200, including shipping and installation. The Power Curber is an
autommatic producer of curbing which extrudes asphalt or concrete curb in either left
or mght ‘hand pourers. The machine can be adjusted to handle a variety of sizes of
asphalt or concrete curbs. The average work speed is 3,000 to 4,000 feet of curbing per
day. In a related project the purchace of a Power Curber Model 3500 would permit
much more versatility in types of curbing produced. This model is a larger and more
efficient power curbing machine. The total cost, including shipping, is $65,000.00.

* Development of new technology for natural sources of energy: The closing of the Med-
zamor Nuclear Plant and the blockade by Azerbaijan have created a critical shortage of
energy in Armenia. Commissioned by the Prelacy, Mr. Boghos Ghougassian, an ex-
perienced engineer in this field, spent one month in Armenia and studied the poten-
tials of using natural sources to produce energy domestically. Mr. Ghougassian has
many years of experience working with various United Nations agencies and since
1983 is the Director of the international engineering firm, MECTAT. A preliminary
report has been submitted outlining the potential possibilities. A final and detailed
report will be submitted within the next month.

The projects outlined above have been researched by technical specialists and have
been adopted only after careful review and will be implemented as funds are available.
Currently under scrutiny for future projects are various solar technologies including
water heating, crop drying, cooling and purification of drinking water and production
of bio-gas. Also being considered is partial financing for the building of a large
refrigerator in Kirovakan with a total capacity of storing 3,000 tons of meat. Also
under advisement are sanitary projects including waterless/odorless composting
latrines using solar energy and domestic waste water management.

Archbishop Ashjian reiterated the Prelacy’s resolve to continue to provide Armenia
with the type of aid that will be for the long-range benefit of the entire country. His
Eminence noted that “Immediate humanitarian aid was met by many agencies and
organizations. We must continue to provide whatever emergency aid is still needed,
but we must also fund projects that will improve the quality of life of the entire coun-
try. One year after the earthquake the needs of the people in Armenia may have
changed but the severity of that need has not diminished.”

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Armenian Philharmonic Orchestra Prepares for First U.S. Tour

Armenian Philharmonic Orchestra

The Armenian Philharmonic Orchestra
was formed 65 years ago in Yerevan, the
capital city of Armenia. Today the
100-piece ensemble makes its home in
Khatchaturian Hall in Yerevan. As the
leading symphonic orchestra in the State
of Armenia, the Orchestra’s activities in-
clude regular weekly concerts in Khat-
chaturian Hall, as well as frequent tours
throughout the state and other cities in
the U.S.S.R.

The Orchestra draws its members from
the ranks of the graduates of the Komitas
Conservatory in Yerevan, and from the
leading conservatories in Moscow and
Leningrad.

Over the years many of the world’s
leading conductors and soloists have ap-
peared in concert with the Orchestra in-
cluding Mstislav Rostopovich, Sviatoslav
Richter, David Oistrach, Aram Khat-
chaturian, and Genady Rozhdestvensky.

In September 1989, American com-
poser and conductor Loris Tjeknavorian
was appointed Artistic Director and Prin-
cipal Conductor of the Orchestra, mark-
ing the first time that an overseas artist
had ever held a full-time post in the
U.S.S.R. Maestro Tjeknavorian has con-
ducted extensively in Europe and in con-
cert halls in the U.S.S.R., the US.A.,
Japan, Mexico, Canada and Israel.

Maestro Tjeknavorian’s arrival in
Yerevan has signaled a new era of
development for the Orchestra. Already
grants have been received which have
enabled the company to purchase new in-
struments for the brass, woodwind and
percussion sections. Tjeknavorian’s plans
also call for the Orchestra to expand its
symphonic repertoire and increase its an-
nual touring program to include
engagements at the Spring Fesﬁyal in
Czechoslovakia, in cities in the Baltic
Republics and in Moscow. Arrangements
are also underway for tours to Britain and
several major centers in Europe.

The Orchestra is also in negotiations
with several major British recording com-
panies to produce its first recordings.

Tjeknavorian will continue to guest con-
duct with other orchestras. throughout
the world.

Before settling permanently in the
United States, he lived for many years in
London, conducting regularly at The
Royal Albert Hall, the Barbican, and the
Royal Festival Hall. He has worked with
manyof the world’s leading orchestras
including the Royal Philharmonic, the
London Symphony, the Helsinki Philhar-
monic and the English Chamber Or-
chestra and toured widely in Japan and
the Far East, the U.S.S.R., Europe, the
U.S.A., Canada, Mexico and Brazil.

As a composer, his entire catalogue of
almost 40 compositions includes five sym-
phonies, three operas, chamber music
and concertos. His latest full length ballet,
Othello, (based on Shakespeare’s
tragedy), recently had a Royal Gala per-
formance in London in the presence of
HRH Princess Anne. To coincide with the
premiere, Othello, a Symphonic Suite
from the Ballet in three movements, was
released by EMI (Angel Records) with the
London Symphony Orchestra conducted
by the composer.

Maestro Tjeknavorian was born of
Armenian parents in the Iranian city of
Broujerd. At a very early age, he showed
an interest in music, learning to play the
violin and piano. By the age of sixteen, he
had not only formed a four-part choir,
but also a local orchestra which he con-
ducted. At the age of seventeen, he went
to Vienna to study composition and
violin and graduated cum laude from the
Vienna Academy in 1961. He also studied
with the great Carl Orff at the Mozarteum
in Salzburg.

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The Prelacy joined with the Arme-
nian Relief Society to extend an invitation
to Mr. Tjeknavorian and the orchestra.
The Prelate, Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian,
noted the impetus behind the tour:

This tour will be an expression
of thanks from the Armenian
people to the whole world for
their sympathy and generosity
in a time of tragedy. However,
the tour was also conceived to
make people aware of the con-'
tinuing need in the quake
stricken areas.

Andre Watts will join the orchestra
for these three dates. Mr. Watts has been
one of the world’s most celebrated
pianists since he first made an appearance
with Leonard Bernstein and the New
York Philharmonic at the age of 16. Since
that time he has played with most of the
world’s major orchestras and has been
featured in many performances on televi-
sion. Mr. Watts was the youngest reci-
pient of an Honorary Doctorate from Yale
University and in 1988 was awarded the
Avery Fisher Award.

Nearly a year after the disastrous
earthquake that struck Armenia, there is
still much rebuilding to be done. While
the immediate needs of the victims were
addressed with the help of donations
totalling 200 million dollars, received
from over 120 different nations, the con-
tinuing need for repairs and economic
programs has been estimated in the
billions.

All of the profits generated by the tour
will be designated for specific projects in
the earthquake zones.
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His Excellency Yuri Dubinin, Ambassador
to the United States from the Soviet Union
and Mr. Charles E. Hugel, Chairman and
Chief Executive Officer of Combustion
Engineering, Inc., have agreed to act as co-
chairman of the Philtharmonic tour. Both
men have dedicated themselves to the suc-
cess of this first overseas tour of the Arme-
nian Philharmonic.

Mr. Watts is known to audiences
throughout the United States from his
frequent televised performances. His PBS
Sunday afternoon telecast in 1976 was not
only the first solo recital presented on
“Live from Lincoln Center,” but the first
full-length piano recital in the history of
television. His popularity with viewing
audiences has led to numerous other
broadcasts featuring his appearances with
Eugene Ormandy and the Philadelphia
Orchestra; the London Symphony; Zubin
Mehta and the New York Philharmonic;
and several solo recitals.

An active recording artist, Mr. Watts’
most recent discs include EMI/Angels’s
solo albums of Liszt, which won the
“Grand Prix du Disc Liszt” in Europe; a
recording of Beethoven sonatas (No. 14 in
E-Flat Major, the “Moonlight” and “Ap-
passionata”) and a live recording of his
25th Anniversary recital, “Andre Watts
at Carnegie Hall.”

Mr. Watts has received many honors
and awards for his playing. He is the
youngest ever recipient of an honorary
doctorate from Yale University. He has, in
addition, honorary degrees from the
University of Pennsylvania, Miami
University of Ohio and Albright College
as well as honorary doctorates from
Brandeis University and Trinity College.
In 1984 the Peabody Conservatory of
Johns Hopkins University honored him
with its Distinguished Alumni Award
and in 1988 he was the recipient of the
Avery Fisher Award.
