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With the Bishops of the Armenian Church at his side, His Holiness delivers his message to the faithful.

On Palm Sunday, April 9, His Holiness Karekin II of the Great House of Cilicia, was
enthroned as the Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians in St. Illuminator
Cathedral of the Mother See of Etchmiadzin. Since there has been no other Catholicos of All
Armenians with the name Karekin, His Holiness will be known as Karekin I. The enthrone-
ment was the culmination of a series of meetings that began a week before when the
National Ecclesiastical Assembly met to elect a new Catholicos. Serving on the altar during
the Palm Sunday services were His Beatitude Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, Patriarch of
Jerusalem and His Beatitude Archbishop Karekin Kazanjian, Patriarch of Constantinople.
Also serving on the altar were Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, Primate of the Eastern
Diocese of the United States and Archbishop Karekin Nersisian, Primate of the Ararat
Diocese of Armenia.

Archbishop Mesrob Ashjian, who was scheduled to attend as one of two delegates
from the Cilician See, was unable to attend because of an extended period of recuperation.
[See Archbishop Ashjian article on page 2]. More than 50 archbishops and bishops partici-
pated as well as many vartabeds and priests, representatives of sister denominations, and
high level gpvernment officials including the President of Armenia, Levon Ter Petrosyan.

In a moving sermon, His Holiness thanked God and prayed for strength. Noting the
historic and unique significance of this patriarchal election and enthronement, His Holiness
called for the revitalization of the Armenian Church saying:

“The Armenian Apostolic Church, which has entrusted me with the office of its first
servant, is summoned—at this decisive transition in our moderm history—to an imperative
mission of salvation. Led by the fundamental teachings of a historical legacy established by

God and transmitted through Christ, it is called upon to pour into the life of our people
new, clean, and abundant water from the fountain of the Holy Gospels and the sacred tra-
dition of our fathers.... We have a wonderful opportunity presented to us: -the 1700th
anniversary of the Christianization of Armenia, and of the official foundation of our
Church. I have said elsewhere that it is necessary that this occasion be celebrated as a new
Pentecost in the life of our people, both in the fatherland and in the diaspora. It must
become a movement of renewal for the benefit of our people, and in the service of God and
humankind....”

Many people in attendance were interested in the vestments wom by His Holiness.
The Miter worn by the Catholicos for this occasion is originally from Constantinople from
the 19th century. The Chasuble—the long, sleeveless vestment worn over the alb—was
commissioned by Father Vertanes in 1807 and presented as a gift to the Catholicate of
Etchmiadzin. Father Vertanes was legate from the Holy Se to the churches of India, which
was then under the jurisdiction of the Diocese of New Julfa, one of the major centers of the
Armenian Church. Father Vertanes was able to commission the making of the Chasuble in
China. It is made of fine Chinese silk with embroidery and depicts the conversion of
Armenia to Christianity, King Dertad, Sts. Hripsime and Gayane, the Cathedral of
Etchmiadzin, Mount Ararat and a pelican which is the symbol of sacrifice. This vestment
has been used for consecration or enthronement ceremonies since the consecration of
Kevork IV in 1866. It is not worn on any other occasion and is kept in the old Veharan of
the Holy See of Etchmiadzin.

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On Palm Sunday, April 17, 1166, the
Catholicate of Hromkla* resounded with
joy. Taking place that day was the
enthronement of the successor to the

longest reigning Pontiff, Catholicos Krikor .

III Pahlavouni. Having served for 53 years,
Krikor invited the delegates to the National
Ecclessiastical Assembly in Hromkla for the
purpose of electing his successor, who was
to be none other than his brother, Nerses
Glayetzi, later known as St. Nerses the
Gracious (Shnorhali). Catholicos Krikor
Pahlavouni had several times attempted to
convince his brother to accept the
Pontificate, but Nerses had each time
declined. As he himself would say in his ser-
mon delivered on the day of his enthrone-
ment, “First and foremost the reason for
our reluctance was not due to the princely
will of Krikor, but because of our weakness
and our own feeling of spiritual poverty.”
Thus, on that Palm Sunday morning, Nerses
Glayetzi, succeeded his blood brother and
spiritual father. (Shnorhali, Nerses
Catholicos, General Papers, Jerusalem,
1871, page 270).

Now, 829 years later—again on the
morning of Palm Sunday—the gracious
Pontiff, Karekin II, ascended to the throne
of the Holy See of Etchmiadzin. Without
doubt, the spirit of Catholicos Vazgen I—
another long-reigning Catholicos—was pre-
sent and his heart was content, we believe,
seeing that his spiritual younger brother,
Catholicos Karekin of Cilicia, succeeded him
to the throne of the Illuminator. Perhaps,
this was his secret wish, which is now a
reality, that Catholicos Karekin, whom he
looked upon as a brother and son, be the
next Catholicos of All Armenians. After
many centuries, our Church has repeated
an inspiring pontifical succession which
share a great many similarities.

It is our heartfelt wish that our modem
day Shnorhali, Karekin II of Cilicia—now
Karekin I of Etchmiadzin—will be able to
accomplish the expectations which sur-
round him, as he has done in his previous
service.

Perhaps for many it is a little too com-
plex and profound to understand the his-
torical significance of events. However, in
this case, how plain it is to see the signifi-
cance of the enthronement of Catholicos
Karekin, who for more than 40 years has
taught Armenian history to his students;
who has provided inspiration from the
pages of Armenian Church history. No
other individual has as much understanding
of history and the ability to interpret its
meaning and significance. On this basis it is
possible to understand why on March 29
when Catholicos Karekin left the Cilician
monastery in Antelias, Lebanon, he first
offered canonical prayers in the Cathedral,
then solitary prayers in the Chapel dedicat-
ed to the Martyrs, and finally he prayed at
the tombs of the Cilician Pontiffs... knowing
he was departing firom them...tying his life
to Holy Etchmiadzin.

It is not usual for a Catholicos to be
invited to occupy another Catholicossal
throne. If we wish, we can truly consider
this event to be unique: in peaceful condi-
tions, a Catholicos leaves his Pontifical See
and is given the honor of occupying another
Catholicossal See. Of course, it is possible to
find precedents in the past. For example,
Zacharia of Aghtamar, who in the 1450s
forcibly seized the See of Etchmiadzin from
Krikor Jalalbegian. We can site another

unique personage in the history of the
Armenian Church who succeeded in being
elected Patriarch of Jerusalem in 1649,
Patriarch of Constantinople in 1651, then
succeeded in being consecrated in Aleppo
Catholicos of the Armenians who were
Ottoman subjects by Khatchadour of Sis in
1664 and in 1682, the religious community
of Etchmiadzin in a praiseworthy spirit of
national unity invited Yeghiazar of Aintab
to Etchmiadzin. However, regardless of
these, the election of Karekin I Sarkissian is
truly unprecedented and it is natural that
we are faced with many questions when we
try to analyze the historical implications.

The election of Karekin Catholicos will
be received by some as the supreme tri-
umph of Etchmiadzin over harsh fate. As
we know, Holy Etchmiadzin, which came to
be the center of the Armenian Church as a
result of the vision of St. Gregory the
[luminator, very quickly lost this position
and, according to accepted opinion, since
the year 484 relinquished its position to sev-
eral political centers. First in Greater
Armenia, Dvin, then Ani, Arkina,
Aghtamar, and finally moving toward the
new center of Armenian life, Dzamntav,
Hromkla, and Sis.

In this period a movement began to
return the Catholicate of All Armenians to
historical Armenia. Without going into
greater detail, we shall say that this move-
ment crystalized in 1441 when in
Vagharshapat, with the participation of
more than 300 religious and lay delegates,
an election of a new Catholicos took place,
while the Catholicos of All Armenians,
Krikor VIII Mousabegian was living in
Cilicia. It is a riddle of history on what basis
the election of a new Catholicos took place
in Vagharshapat. Was Krikor VIII invited to
return to Holy Etchmiadzin, and refused
suggesting that a new Catholicos be elected
there? Some authorities in the 18th century
suggested that it was so and the Catholicos
said “I will remain here and die and after
my death the See of Sis will cease to exist of
its own accord.” We do not know and per-
haps we will never know the exact circum-
stances. However, the point is that while the
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legitimate Catholicos remained in Cilicia a
new Catholicos was elected in Etchmiadzin,
which became known as the Mother See
and its occupant the Supreme Armenian
Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians.
The Cilician See thereafter lost its brilliance
and glory and in 1915 it suffered the same
fate of its exiled people until 1930 when it
found refuge in Antelias. The Catholicoi
who served in Antelias include: Sahag II,
who fled from Sis; Papken I who was coad-
jutor to Catholicos Sahag; Bedros I; Karekin
I; Zareh I; Khoren I, and his coadjutor and
successor, Karekin II Sarkissian.

Now, 554 years after Krikor Mousa-
begian’s “refusal,” it is the Cilician
Catholicos who is elected as the Catholicos
of All Armenians. It is because of this that
we said above that this is Holy Etch-
miadzin’s final victory, and yes a victory for
Armenian history, because it was on our
mother soil that the concept of one nation
and one national ideal became reality. This
is a point of view which should have been
upheld by those who during the last month
boasted that they love Etchmiadzin more
than Etchmiadzin! Alas, in their spiritual
blindness, they were unable to proclaim this
to be a beautiful chapter in our history, and
see in the return of Karekin II to Armenia
the victory of Holy Etchmiadzin.

There are other people who quickly took
advantage of the circumstances to advocate
the elimination of the Cilician See or to
reduce it to a Patriarchate. This sentiment
was first expressed in the late 1980s in
Toronto during an important meeting of
the AGBU leadership when that organiza-
tion’s Honorary Life President and national
benefactor, Mr. Alex Manougian, suggested
that Catholicos Karekin II could be consid-
ered as a coadjutor or successor to
Catholicos Vazgen I with the understanding
that a new Catholicos would not be elected
in Antelias, and thus the See would be elim-
inated. The advocates of this approach for-
get that the Cilician See was not created by
Karekin II, so that by the invitation of
Etchmiadzin a schism would end. This idea
continued to circulate, especially after
March 8, 1995, when the concept of Karekin
II becoming Catholicos of All Armenians
began to be seriously considered. There are
others, very dear individuals, who have
decided to fight to see that a successor to
Karekin IT in Antelias is not elected, and to
be satisfied with a locum tenens until such
time that Cilicia’s fate is decided. Similarly,
some people think that a Catholicos should
be elected in Antelias only if agreed to be
subordinate to the Mother See. These people
do not realize that these suggestions resolve
nothing and in fact create more problems
for both Etchmiadzin and Cilicia. History is
patient and waits for its day and its victory.
We are certain that in the coming years
there will come a day when we will have
one Pontiff. But this is going to happen in a
slow, natural way and with good spirit, and

not by dissolving a centuries-old institution
in a reckless and divisive way. In the final
analysis the fate of a See cannot be left to
any one individual, whoever he may be or
whatever moral and spiritual weight he
may carry.

As far as we can see, the Cilician See lost
its gracious Pontiff, but for the greater ben-
efit of our nation and church. Now a locum
tenens must be elected in Cilicia and in all
likelihood before too long, possibly by
October, a successor to Karekin II will be
elected. A successor, who we believe, will
work and serve in the spirit of one nation,
one fatherland, and one church. [Editor’s
note: Archbishop Ardavast Terterian was
elected locum tenens on April 19 and the
elections for a new Catholicos of the Great
House of Cilicia is scheduled to take place
the end of June.]

But, now let us together rejoice in the
election of the Catholicos of All Armenians.
Let us extend our love and respect to the
most qualified spiritual leader of our time,
who enriched with God-given graces of
mind, heart, and spirit, now occupies the
throne of Holy Etchmiadzin in independent
Armenia.

The love and the excitement of the peo-
ple can be heard all over Armenia and con-
vinces us that Karekin I is the man of the
time and hour who will lead us in new
directions, the first being to make the
1700th anniversary of Armenia’s Chris-
tianity into a new Illuminator who will
reunite the Armenian nation to Christianity
and make the Armenian Church faithful to
her baptism.

And in this climate of expectations, how
appropriate are the words in the Old
Testament when for the salvation of his
people, Mordecai says to Queen Esther,
“ ..and who knoweth whether thou art
come to the kingdom for such a time as
this?” (Esther, 4:14).

Due to circumstances I am far away
from our Fatherland and Holy Etch-
miadzin. But on the moming of this glori-
ous Palm Sunday I united with those in the
Cathedral of Holy Etchmiadzin and with
the thousands of faithful there, prayed for
Catholicos Karekin I and for a happy and
successful pontificate. And who knows, per-
haps, at the exit from the Cathedral when
the white doves of love and peace flew
toward the Gate of Dertad, to the Veharan,
to the Lake of Nerses, to the Khrimian
Observatory, and beyond the boundaries to
Ararat, Westerm Armenia, and Cilicia, were
heard from the lips of the multitude the
poignant words of Giligia:

When the doors of hope open...
May I once more see my Giligia.

In a beautiful show of unity let us join
together the worlds of Armenia, Artsakah,
and Giligia—as one nation, one people—
filled with idealistic vision and the bright
faith of St. Gregory the Illuminator.
