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On Sunday, October 22, 2000 Armenians in Connecticut celebrated the seventy-
fifth Anniversary of the consecration of St Stephen's Armenian Apostolic Church in
New Britain.

She placed the letters in their historical
and sociological perspective with her informative and erudite commentary. A question
and answer period that brought to light the serious interest of the audience in the sub-
ject preceded the reception hosted at the Prelacy.

A book signing reception, in honor of Dr. Thomas Samuelian, was held at the Sts.
