Vision for the Armenian School
Discussed at ANEC Seminar

Nine Armenian school principals
among 60 participants attended the
annual Educators’ Seminar sponsored
by the Armenian National Education
Committee (ANEC). The seminar was
held under the auspices of the Prelate,
His Eminence Archbishop Oshagan at
the Armenian Centet in Woodside in
August. The participants hailed from
Syria, Canada, Wisconsin, Illinois,
Washington D.C., Massa-chusetts,
Rhode Island, Connecticut, New Jersey
and New York. School board members
and representatives from the Prelacy
and the Armenian Relief Society were
also in attendance.

The quest for solutions seeking the
advancement of the Armenian school
in general topped the agenda. The
speakers first identified the role and
mission of the educator and then pro-
vided practical methods to achieve
optimum productivity. Emphasis was
placed on learning in contrast to teach-
ing. The approach had to be redefined
as child-centered.

Archbishop Oshagan Choloyan’s
message of encouragement, delivered
by the wvisiting pastor of St
Muminatot’s Cathedral, Very Rev. Fr.
Nshan Topouzian, expressed his con-
viction in the competence of Armenian
youth. The Prelate extended his heart-
felt thanks recognizing the importance
of their role in shaping the future of
prospective Armenian leaders.

Keynote Address

Mr. Artoun Hamalian, a seasoned
pedagogue and education administra-
tor, delivered the keynote address. Mr.
Hamalian alluded to the fact that “no
reward, financial or moral, can give the
educator the satisfaction as the one
generated by the fulfillment of the edu-
cational role.” The speaker spoke about
the various factors that role encom-
passed. In lieu of answers, Mr. Ha-
malian opted to address the education-
al structure as a whole, pedagogical pet-
formance ‘being at the forefront The
speaker discussed the factors that affect
the success or failure of its progress. It
is through that discussion that the role
of the teacher was cleatly defined. Mr.
Hamalian referred to the ways and
means to make the work of the teacher
more productive, meaningful and com-
pelling. Among the many factors cited
was diligence. Mr. Hamalian delineated
between education and upbringing by
emphasizing the fact that they run par-
allel to the other disciplines in the
development of a child.

In discussing expectations, in light
of the demogtraphic, political and social
changes undergone by our nation, Mr.
Hamalian underscored the importance
of a comprehensive curticulum, text-
books, teaching methods, teacher
preparation, the physical structure of
schools, communication and the cre-
ation of an examining body to set stan-
dards. As ANEC had proposed in its
bibliography of textbooks for the past
several years, Mr. Hamalian also
encouraged use of the Western Prelacy
testbook series funded by the Lincy
Foundation. He also emphasized the
aeed for frequent seminars and work-

shops that evaluate the work pet-
formed. The speaker also raised the
importance of favorable social and
financial conditions as an incentive to
the acquisition of knowledge.

Mr. Hamalian concluded his presen-
tation by asserting the importance of
family at the core of the whole picture.
“Pedagogy is important in the teaching
process,” a lesson imparted by Mr
Hamalian was well received by the
attendees.

Learning and Methodology

Dr. Mary Olson of Wisconsin,
Director of Instruction and School
Improvement at Warren Township
High School, in Gurnee, Illinois,
broached learning and current method-
ology in lesson design. She elaborated
on the adaptation of standards-based
approach to teaching the Armenian
language in the United States. The
learning process taking precedence
over teaching in terms of mindset. As a
proponent of child-centered learning,
Dr. Olson touched on foundational
beliefs and stressed responsibility, strat-
egy, collaboration and motivation as
components of the vision for learning.
Dt. Olson identified the teacher’s role
as facilitator as opposed to being the
“sage on the stage,” a guide and a co-
learner. Learning is an active event pro-
posed the speaker, it is change, it makes
a difference. Dr. Olson also touched on
core content, what Armenian students
need to learn and where they would be
using the language. Pedagogical disci-
plines as well as standards were dis-
cussed in a lively, interactive manner.
Dr. Olson concluded by reiterating an
invitation previously proposed by
ANEC to all teachers to present an
award winning lesson plan. “The
enthusiasm and inclusiveness of Dr.
Olson’s strategies energized me to start
a new year” was a sentiment that was
expressed by most.

The principal of the Haigazian
Elementary School of Aleppo Syria,
Ms. Silva Jabaghtchourian, offered a
brief insight into the Armenian day
schools in Syria. Stringent discipline in
an atmosphere conducive to setious
scholarship characterize these schools
that boast thousands in their student
body.

Certificate of Merit

Mr. Vigen Der Manuelian is the phil-
anthropist-educator who wishes to
rekindle a cultural revival in our youth.
He certainly follows the motto pro-
claimed by famed educator Horace
Man to “agitate, agitate, agitate” if we
are serious about teaching our culture
to the new generation.

Mr. Der Manuelian was awarded a
Certificate of Merit, presented by Very
Rev. Fr. Topouzian on behalf of the
Prelate, Archbishop Oshkegan. ANEC
also presented him a set of 1700th
commemorative coins for services ren-
dered to Armenian education and cul-
ture. Mt. Der Manuelian gave a presen-
tation on the Ethnic Heritage series,
the republication of whach he had
underwritten.

Catholicos Aram | Appeals for
Inter-Religious Collaboration to Combat Terrorism

Two main items featured the agenda
of the meeting of Orthodox and
Catholic Patniarchs in the Middle East
which was held in September in Harisa,
Lebanon: the urgent necessity to
restructure the Middle East Council of
Churches (MECC), and the crucial
mnportance of Christian-Muslim co-
existence n the region.

Speaking on the question of restruc-
turing the MECC, His Holiness Aram I
stressed the need “to mitiate a process
of cntical evaluation of the Council in
its administrative, structural, program-
matic and fmancial aspects. The
Council cannot be the same anymore.
We are facing new reahties and chal-
lenges. We are living in quute different
conditions. Our churches have differ-
ent needs, priorities and expectations.
The Council should respond to chang-
ing circumstances.” In this context
Aram I raised a fundamental question,
“What 1s the Council? What is our ecu-
menical vision? We are the Council We
have created it. Church and Council

‘belong to each other. The Council is

not a reality outside the life and witness
of the churches. The Council gives us
existentially the sense of belonging to
each other. Therefore, it should reflect
what we are and what we want to be.
The process that the Wotld Council of
Churches (WCC) started, which is
referred to as Common Understanding
and Vision of the WCC, must become
a model for a similar process in the
region,” said Aram .

As to the question of churches’
response to terronism in light of the
terrorist acts that have occurred in New
York and Washington, D.C., His
Holness Aram I considered “combat
terrorism” integral to the vocation of
the Church: “Christianity 1s a religion
of non-violence. Non-violent struggle
1s the way we must follow as Christians.
We must condemn violence n al its
aspects, forms and manifesttens. ¥et,

at the same time, it 1s vitally important
that we make a clear distinction
between legitimate resistance for a just
cause and terrorism,” he said. By wel-
coming the growing mternational cam-
paign agamst terronism, His Holiness
stated that “the United Nations is the
right mechanism and the legitimate
framework to embark on such a global
combat”” However, Catholicos Aram
cauttoned the West about giving any
rehgious character to combat racism:
“Thus 1s not a conflict between cultures,
religions or civilizations. Thus 1s a fight
against the evil forces of the world.
Terrorism cannot be justified by any
rehgious values and teachings. In this
part of the world we know Islam very
well out of our experience of so many
centurtes. We have lived together with
Islam on the basis of mutual respect,
understanding, and’ confidence. We
remain committed for a peaceful co-
existence with Islam,” concluded His
Holiness.

Teacher of the Year

The 2001 Teacher of the Year award
was presented to Mrs. Maggy
Nalbandian of the Moutrad School in
Rhode Island. A pharmacist by profes-
sion, Mts. Nalbandian is a2 dedicated
teacher, curticulum expert, teacher-
training expert, editor of a children’s
anthology of poetry, a playwright and a
producer. “If every comrnunity had a
Maggy Nalbandian, Armenianism
wouldn’t be lost,” was how the Mourad
school principals spoke of the honoree.
Deeply moved, Mrs. Nalbandian said,
“I am convinced that God has graced
every single one of us with talents...one
way to show our gratitude to our Lord
is to give that grace back through serv-
ice to our family, our community, our
church and our nation without any
expectations....”

ANEC also honored Mrs. Mary
Megerdichian-Dugan who has offered
her services to ANEC for over a
decade. She was honored as. the
Volunteer of the Year.

The August 2001 issue of the
Christian Science Monitor states that,
“..the nation produces more than
enough teachers, but their training,
combined with their working condi-
tions, is not adequate to keep them in
public classrooms...many would-be
teachers are not shown the latest in
educational technology or given
enough real-life classroom experence.

“One champion of better teacher
training.is Vartan Gregorian, president
of the Carnegie Corporation and for-
mer president of Brown University. He
has helped Carnegie bring forth ideas
on how to recruit, prepare, and support
teachers. One idea is to require teachers
to obtain %'bachelor’s degree in the arts
and sciences before studying education.
Another is that universities should
encourage more Ph.Ds to teach in pub-

lic schools.”

As Armenians we should aspire to
achieve higher standards of excellence.
The ANEC seminar provided an essen-
tial forum for the meeting of the minds
for Armenian educators. Teaching
techniques, curricular expectations as
well as budgetary concerns were
voiced. Predicated upon the participa-
tion of all concerned more could and
should be done to safeguard and
advance the mission we hold so dear to
